Several new courses will be offered this
Spring including:

Systems Analysis and Design:

Description: This course explores the
methodology and techniques in analy-
sis and design of computer information
systems. The systems analyst, the archi-
tect of information systems, is a liaison
between user and programmer. The
roles and responsibilities of the system
analyst are emphasized at all stages of
the systems development life cycle.

Prerequisites: Admission to the MBA
Program or COGS in MIS program

Advanced Managerial Accounting:

Description: Taking a managerial ap-
proach, this course examines decision
making by management. It includes
topics on activity-based cost allocation,
determination of cost behavior using
regression analysis and learning curves,
the decision-making process, perform-
ance measurement and executive com-
pensation.

Prerequisites: Managerial Accounting
or permission from instructor

Advanced Operations Management
and Strategy:

Description: This course is designed to
familiarize students with the complexi-
ties of operating manufacturing, as well
as, a service organization. This course
focuses primarily on gaining a competi-
tive edge by improving functions of
operations management. Such func-
tional elements as business forecasting,
operations decision making, resource
allocation , location and capacity plan-
ning, inventory control and manage-
ment, facility layouts, scheduling, pro-
ject management, quality control, and
management will be covered. Case
studies and team projects will also be
used to bring practical application to
more realistic business context.
