Rowan Engineering is committed to the establishment of partnerships with corporations and entrepreneurs in support of the region’s economic development. Activities include the establishment of local consortia, faculty liaisons with industry, development of customized training programs and workshops, research collaborations, student scholarships, and joint ventures in Engineering Clinic projects. In recognition of these important contributions provided by industry partners in the College’s development, they are invited to become Industrial Affiliates to Rowan Engineering.  Through this affiliation, synergistic activities can be identified that serves to further the region’s economic goals and aspirations.

The Engineering Clinic

The Clinic concept is perhaps the most unique facet of Rowan's engineering curriculum.  Patterned loosely after the medical education model, the clinic is the place where students, faculty, theory and engineering applications converge.  It is the place where students learn first-hand about engineering under the guidance of engineers. The clinics are a continuous and substantial part of the curriculum, totaling 20-24 hours varying from two to four hours every semester over the four years.

The clinic delivers on the following goals of the Rowan Engineering program:

· Hands on – Have students use what they’re learning about.

· Integrated – Demonstrate correlations with supporting course work.

· Multidisciplinary – Involve students as a community of problem solvers.

· Teamwork – Emphasize the advantage of effective teaming.

· Communication – Develop excellent oral and written communication skills.

· Entrepreneurial – Reinforce value-based engineering.

· Contextual – Help students understand the big picture.

Clinics for first-year students focus on basic, introductory skills.  In the second year, engineering students
are introduced to multidisciplinary action through a number of projects.  In the third and fourth years, students participate in team projects that feature joint ventures with industry partners.  

The Relationship Between Industrial Affiliates and Engineering Clinics

Many Industrial Affiliates have established strategic alliances with Rowan through their sponsorship of Engineering Clinics projects. This mutually beneficial opportunity enables affiliates to receive technical assistance from advanced engineering students in their third and fourth years, supervised by faculty, through feedback they receive on real-world projects and issues. Rowan Engineering students benefit from the opportunity and challenge of working on a real engineering project that is industry based, and industry partners in turn benefit from the research and data produced by the success of the Clinic project.
