Course Goals 

1. Students will develop understanding of struggles for political and civil rights (democracy), social justice and economic equality. 

2. Students will assess the theories and practices of the “isms” that developed and changed during the second half of the 19th Century: conservatism, liberalism, socialism, anarchism, nationalism, and feminism.  

3. Students will analyze changes in science and the ways in which new understandings of time and space (the building blocks of historical studies) modified the methods of scholarship and in our discipline.  
4. Students will create new understanding regarding the interplay between a) the rise and fall of empires and b) war.  

5. Students will apply and enhance disciplinary skills developed in Historical Methods.  
University Attendance Policies

If the student is absent for any reason, the student is expected to be aware of any assignments and/or announcements, and to keep up with the class work. Attendance will be taken at all classes. Evaluations and Assessments 

Article Presentations and Written Reports (3) – Class handout, discussion and discussion report posted on Blackboard (45 points).   See Rampolla’s Pocket Guide to Writing in History , on evaluating secondary sources and “Tips for Writers” pp. 14-16.  The division of labor and responsibilities for the three article presentations will be made after individuals have download and examined the articles and after individuals have selected one work for the document analysis – research paper.  
Document Analysis (1) – Research paper based upon one primary source available from the Internet Archive.  A list of works and links is included in the syllabus.  Individuals may select other sources.  (30 points).    
· Preliminary reports (in outline form) on the biographies of authors are due on September 30.  
· Bibliographies for biographical information must be included.  
· Preliminary reports (in outline form with page references for citations) on the primary source are due on October 30.Preliminary reports (in outline form) on the secondary sources relating to the author and key primary source are due on November 18.  Bibliographies must be included.  Students may find useful references and citations  in Hobsbawm and Kern. 
· Research papers are due on December 1 after Thanksgiving Break.  The papers should be 12-15 pages.  Footnotes and endnotes should follow the Chicago Manual of Style.   
Final Examination – (25 points) – Hobsbawm, Kern and The Road to War.
