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RESEARCH THEMES:

There are two possible themes for your seminar paper.

The first involves American foreign relations, especially in the twentieth century.  The student should examine in detail American relations over a five year period with a particular country of your own choosing.  Since your paper is to be based mainly on primary sources, the existence of sufficient sources in a place that is easily accessible to you should determine what country and period you select.  You do not necessarily have to look for a major event, confrontation, or treaty.  A general survey of American foreign relations with your selected particular country is fine; however, you can focus on a particular personality, issue, or event in that time if you wish.   You should also discuss the country and the period in the context of general American foreign relations.   No two students will be allowed to work on the same country in the same period.

In order to prepare your proposal, first it will be necessary to understand American foreign policy in general in this period.  Second, you will also have to have a good understanding of the situation and general history of the country you are investigating.  Therefore, you will have to do a lot of outside reading at the beginning of the semester..  I would also urge you to consult with other faculty members at Rowan who may have an understanding of the nation you are investigating.  Third, there will have to be sufficient materials, including primary ones, easily obtainable on your topic.  This means you will have to investigate and research the issue right away.  Once you are advanced in your study it will be too late to find that there are not adequate materials for a decent paper. 


Be sure to review and analyze the highlights of American interaction with your chosen country on political and economic levels as well as any cultural and social aspects.  Your paper is not expected to cover every event and development that occurred over five years, but you can emphasize a particular issue or event that you consider important in the context of its time Also consider the personalities, expertise, and goals of the people involved, both in the United States and abroad. 


To repeat, be sure to select a country for which primary sources are obtainable, yet one in which the sources will not overwhelm you but are narrow enough in scope so that they can be covered thoroughly.    Remember that your approach is to be analytical, not reportorial; in other words, your goal is to try to explain and analyze a situation and set it in a historical context, not just to describe it.

One of the prime sources for those of you who are working on foreign affairs in the early period of the century may be the Philadelphia branch of the National Archives and Records Administration, which is located at 9th and Chestnut Streets in Center City.  The Archives has microfilm of the diplomatic correspondence such as the U. S. State Department Registers of Correspondence, Diplomatic and Consular Instructions, Ministerial Letters, Consular Dispatches, and other State Department materials from throughout the 19th century to the first decades of the 20th century.  Consult the guide at the front desk entitled Microfilm Publications in the National Archives-- Mid Atlantic Region.   

A second possible theme for your research paper is to make use of the materials available in the Paperless Archives CDs.  They are on closed reserve at the checkout desk in the Campbell Library, and contain hundreds of thousands of pages of original sources including FBI and CIA files, presidential papers, official military histories, audio-files, and other types of documentation.  See the handout given in class that lists the materials on these CDs.  The CDs can be used in the computers in the seminar rooms on the ground floor of the library; they do not circulate outside the library building.   Based on these materials and any other sources that you can find, prepare a research topic.   If you choose the Paperless Archives as a major source for your research paper, your topic must be original and not simply something that is interesting but has been studied and written about extensively by other scholars.  Therefore, before you can present a research proposal in this course, you must do a lot of preliminary research to see if others have written about that topic or have presented the same thesis before you.


In preparing your proposal, after stating your thesis you can begin with a short introduction or background to your subject, but then the exact focus or topic for research will be up to you, with the approval of the instructor.  You are encouraged to contact me to discuss your topic in advance to see if it is viable.  However, always remember that your paper must be based extensively, although not exclusively, on the use of primary sources, so you will be limited by the nature and types of materials you will find available.  Therefore, it may be necessary for you to go outside of Rowan University and use the facilities of other depositories and libraries in New Jersey and the Delaware Valley.  The Campbell Library has some excellent materials in its Government Document collection as well as very helpful microfilm sources, but they may not be enough.  In addition, you should make extensive use of Interlibrary Loan.  There are some Internet sites, especially those of the National Archives and Records Administration that may contain pertinent original documents.

Government Documents

The Campbell Library has a fairly good collection of government documents, many of which are listed below, but you have may have to consult other depositories for some materials. For these earlier periods, the main branch of the Free Library in Philadelphia on the Benjamin Franklin Parkway may be a better source because it has been an official government depository since the early decades of the 2oth century.


Listed below are some of the principal government publications.  A more detailed list of government documents is available to you separately.

Treaty Collections:


Treaties and Other International Agreements of the United States of America.  1776-1949.  13 vols.  (Call number: S9.12/2:[no.])



This series includes the English texts of official US Government translations of treaties and other international agreements entered into by the US from 1776 to 1949.  Vols. 1-4 cover multilateral agreements signed during the first 173 years of this country’s history.  Vols. 5-12 contain bilateral treaties.  Vol. 13 is the general index.


Statutes at Large.  1789-1950 (Call number GS4.111:[vol.])



Prior to 1950, treaties were printed annually in the Statutes at Large.  With the exception of the first six volumes of the Statutes, treaties were printed in each volume and were for the same period as the volume.  Treaties effective between 1778 and 1845 are assembled in vols. 7 and 8.  Vol. 7 contains Indian treaties with foreign nations.


Foreign Relations of the United States.  1861-1972. (Call number: S1.1: [yr./vol.])



The Campbell Library’s holdings of this publication are complete.  There is a planned 30 year lag in publication of the series. Usually it includes selections of the communications both to and from foreign governments and their representatives in foreign countries with officials in the Department of State.   In the early years the series was known as Papers Relating to the Foreign Relations of the United States. Volumes published prior to 1925 do not usually contain documentation relating to the negotiation of treaties. Since correspondence relating to a particular year may be withheld from publication temporarily and then appear in a later volume, it is advisable to consult the subsequent volumes in this series on any topic.  A general index is in the first volume for that year.  Volumes from 1861 to 1933, along with supplements, are in microfiche; later materials are bound in print.  Many of the supplements from 1945 to 1963 on various topics are also on microfiche.  Therefore, regardless of your subject you should consult a government documents librarian to see if other materials are available.

Congressional Publications

Congressional Record.  March 4, 1873 to present.



This was the first series of the proceedings to be officially reported, printed and published directly by the Government.  It began with the 43rd Congress, and has been continued to the present time.  It is indexed yearly.  The index to the Record is strong in citations to action on bills and remarks of members, but is weak in citations under subject headings.  In order to locate the debates on a particular topic, the reader must generally ascertain the number of the bill in the entry number under the subject, and then turn to the index by bill numbers in order to obtain the references.


Committee Hearings.



The Senate Committee of Foreign Relations and the House Committee on Foreign Affairs have for many years published the transcripts of extensive hearings on matters relating to foreign relations.  These hearings are indexed by the Monthly Catalog of US Government Publications and by the Congressional Information Service/Index.  The CIS/INDEX indexes hearing by subject, witnesses and their affiliations, committees, and subcommittees, and bill and report numbers.  An abstract of testimony with reference to page numbers is given.  The Campbell Library has these hearing generally only for the most recent five years.  However, the Rutgers-Camden Law Library holdings date from 1839 to the present.


Statistical Abstracts of the United States.



The US government publishes this reference annually.   It is especially useful for trade statistics with foreign countries.  The Campbell Library has most the recent editions on its shelves in Govt. Doc. Room.  Printed editions back to 1956 are in storage on fifth floor.  Ask the librarian for assistance.   Statistical Abstracts is online back to 1878 on the US Dept of Commerce website.  It also can be found on microfiche in the cabinets in the Reference Room of the Campbell Library.

Presidential Publications


A Compilation of the Messages and Papers of the Presidents, 1789 to 1918

Contains most of the presidential papers through Woodrow Wilson’s administration.  An 
encyclopedic index comprises the 11th volume.
