	     The debates of Congress have been reported in four series of publications, the names of which are given above.  Each volume of the Annals, Register, and Globe has separate indices for Senate and House proceedings.  The indices cover the entire session, but are repeated in each volume if the session proceedings require more than one volume.  The appendix to the Globe contains many speeches to which there is no reference on the pages containing the debates.  Therefore, the appendix should be consulted if all the material on any subject is desired.  The index to the Congressional Record is strong in citations to action on bills and remarks of members, but weak in citations under subject headings.  In order to locate the debates on a particular topic, the reader must generally ascertain the number of the bill in the entry number under the subject and then turn to the index by bill numbers in order to obtain the references.  Many of the executive sessions of the Senate are open sessions and the proceedings and debates (on many treaty and foreign affairs matters) appear in the Congressional Record.
