Then carefully watch and evaluate a full length professional motion picture based on that historical situation.   You will be judged on the nature of the film and the quality of your report.  Submit it to Turnitin.com.
Put your names, date, and email address at the top of your analysis.  Type your report, and double space between each entry.

6. What are the approximate historical dates covered by the film? 

7. Are any historical consultants listed in the credits?  If so, who?  If not, what does that indicate?
8. Give a brief summary of the plot: (approx one page in length)
9. Does the film portray an actual historical event, or is it a fictional story?  How do you know? (Is there any evidence in the film of it?)
10. Does the film show the historical event or time period accurately? If so, how? (Note 
costumes, scenery, props, manners, etc.)

11. In what way are the principal characters portrayed?  How do you know?  Is the portrayal accurate?  Be specific and give examples.
12. Discuss the film techniques.  How does it use light and shadow and color, camera angles and techniques, music, etc. to convey historical mood and message?  Cite a specific example.

13. Do you see anything in the film that you think is inaccurate or untrue? What makes you say so?

14. What is the argument made by the film’s director and producer?  Why did they make the film (other than commercial profit)?  Does the film have any underlying messages? If so, what?

15. In your opinion, of what use is this film in showing or explaining an historical event, figure, or time period? Describe at least two specific parts of the film that support your opinion.
16. Why do you think this movie was produced and released at that specific time (aside from the goal of financial profit)?  

Your report for this Film Analysis is due on November 9 in class.    The length of the entire review should be about three pages.  If you cannot get to class that day, submit it through email by class time.  Late reports will not be accepted.
