Course Goals 

Our work will focus on posing historical problems, identifying key issues and raising core questions about gender, sexuality and history.   

· What is gender? 

· What is sexuality? 

· How do gender and sexuality influence the analytical methods and source materials studied by contemporary historians?
· How do social scientists and academic humanists use different theories, diverse methods and construct empirical research in the search for to answers these historical questions?  

· How has gender been defined and redefined by different groups in different places in different ears? 

· What forces and factors have explanatory value for understanding continuity and change in thought and practices relating to masculinities and femininities? 

· What are the relationships between sexuality and gender?

· Does new knowledge, based upon revised methods in the study of gender and sexuality in history, transform understandings of the past and modify all historical scholarship?
University Attendance Policies

The student is responsible for all assignments and announcements made in class. Evaluations and Assessments 

Article Presentations and Class Discussions (45 points).  Reports (Class members will select one (1) of the essays in Timm and Sanborn and take the lead role in class discussion.  All students will submit a one paragraph “abstract” of the article, the first draft of a five page (typed double spaced) report on the topic and a one page outline for class discussion of the topic.   

The abstract, preliminary chapter essay and discussion outline are due on September 24, 2009.  

On September 25 students must bring abstracts and all discussion outlines with them to class.  In addition, students should bring one hardcopy of their essay.  

The September 25 class will be divided into three parts.  During the first part, the students working on the same chapter will review and revise abstracts and topic discussion plans.  The second part of the class will be discussion with someone working on a different topic and presentation of the “revised” abstract and discussion plan.  The third part of the class will develop a list of individual research topics that build upon one or more themes in the Timm and Sanborn essays.  

Revised papers are due at the class session after the essay is scheduled for discussion.

Individual Research (30 points).  Periodical literature review.  After the September 25 discussion, students will list three (3) topics for independent research.  Your literature review will include a) scholarly reviews of books and b) articles in scholarly journals [referenced in Timm and Sanborn or published after the book was published).     
Final Examination – (25 points).This will be a take-home essay.  Essays will be individualized.  Peer evaluation will be required.
