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At the top of your paper, list your paper title and your thesis statement along with your name, date, and email address.
Your preliminary bibliography must be annotated.  The annotated remarks need only be a couple of sentences each.  See the Cornell Library website for correct annotation procedures:  http://www.library.cornell.edu/olinuris/ref/research/skill28.htm.    All entries must be listed in correct University of Chicago style.  Note which of these entries are primary sources.
The bibliography should be divided into the following sections:

A. Scholarly books—at least 3.  These books can deal with your topic in whole or in part.
B. Scholarly articles—at least 2.  These articles can deal with your topic in whole or in part.
C. Government documents—at least 1, where appropriate.  Also note where the source can be located.
D. Newspaper articles—at least 2
E. Good websites—at least 1.  Explain why you feel this website is scholarly and appropriate to your topic.

F. Other sources—where appropriate, especially primary sources.
The above standards are bare minimums and will earn you a minimum grade.  The more sources you list, the better.  I understand that when you write the final paper, you may find that some of these materials are not appropriate and will be omitted from you final bibliography.  I also understand that your final bibliography may contain addition materials that are not listed here. 

The preliminary bibliography is due on November 2, 2009 in class. If you cannot get to class that day, submit it through email by class time.  Late reports will not be accepted.
