I support the proposed change ot designation trom “Electrical Engineering Program” to
“Department of Electrical and Computer Engineering.”

The Computer Science and Electrical Engineering areas have a history of fruittul collaboration
on this campus, which we expect will continue.

The Computer Science Department, while it ofters a couple of courses that relate to computer
hardware (Principles of Digital Computers and Advanced Computer Architecture), is primarily
tocused on languages, algorithms, operating systems, computer graphics, and other such areas
that are not in the realm of hardware. On the other hand, the computer emphasis in Electrical
and Computer Engineering is on hardware or hardware-related issues. Thus the two

departments have complementary rather than competing focuses.

If this proposal is approved, there will be two difterent departments in the university with
“Computer” in their name. To alleviate potential contusion on the part of prospective students
or their parents, we plan to put a statement similar to the preceding paragraph in our
departmental recruiting brochure used by the admissions office. Electrical and Computer
Engineering probably should do the same. We also think it would be a good idea to have a
joint brochure coming trom the two departments, entitled perhaps “If You Want to Focus on
Computers at Rowan University ...,” which would explain the two different approaches.

We note that the “Steady-State” Electrical and Computer Engineering curriculum proposal
includes two 2-credit computer architecture courses in the senior year. We in Computer
Science would like to put our heads together with the Electrical (and Computer) Engineering
taculty to discuss the proposed content of these courses and compare them to the course
Advanced Computer Architecture (0706.412) offered by the Computer Science Department.
