Syllabus: This course is designed to help students prepare for Statistics | or Calculus Techniques &
Applications. The contents include: a brief review of intermediate algebra, the structure of the real
number system, elementary analytic geometry, and algebraic, exponential and logarithmic functions
(including their inverses and related functions). Graphs of functions are also studied. We will cover
chapters 0 to 5 and section 6.1 of the textbook.

At the end of this course, students will demonstrate the ability to:

(i) perform different operations involving algebraic expressions including
exponential expressions,

(ii) graph linear and quadratic functions,
(iii) solve equations and inequalities algebraically and graphically,
(iv) graph polynomial, rational, algebraic, exponential and logarithmic functions,

(v) solve exponential and logarithmic equations, and apply exponential and logarithmic models.
