Presidents from Van Buren to Buchanan do not standout in American history the way many of their predecessors did.  Explain the reasons for this, citing examples.

7.
Review the arguments that were given in the antebellum period in favor of a continuation of slavery in the United States.  Review the arguments against the institution.  What effect did these arguments have?

Review the differences in economic, social, and cultural life in the North and the South on the eve of the Civil War.  What caused the differences?

Review the various reasons given by historians in the Brinkley and McClellan texts for the Civil War.  Which reason do you think the most plausible and why?
