ROWAN CAMDEN MATH PARTNERSHIP QUILT PROJECT
To commemorate our three years of working together, we are going to create two “sister” quilts, one to hang at Rowan and one to hang in Camden, representing our math partnership.  Both quilts will use the same colors (brown and gold for Rowan and blue and white for Camden) and fabrics and have the same center square.  We will also prepare a booklet for each of us that includes color pictures of each person and their square, along with a paragraph explaining why they chose their design.

Each person will create a quilt square that illustrates a math concept.  You may create your own design or use a traditional quilt pattern.   Squares may be pieced or appliquéd (using iron-on fusible fabric).   If appliquéd, then all edges of all pieces MUST BE stitched down by machine (preferably with a zigzag stitch) or by hand.   

Fabrics will be provided for each of you.  Color images of fabric swatches will be posted on McSiip’s website (www.rowan.edu/mcsiip/quilt.html ) so that you can refer to them as you plan the design for your square.

Time will be provided during the summer institute to work on your squares.  We will have sewing machines and assistance for you at that time, but you should think about your design between now and then.  Coaches who will not be attending the summer institute are welcome to contribute a square; fabrics can be obtained from Janet Caldwell or Marybeth Hegel.
Please note that your design area is 12 inches x 12 inches, but your completed square should be 13 inches on a side (to allow for sewing squares together).   In other words, there should be a ½ inch border around the square.   This border should NOT be of a contrasting fabric, however.

Step 1.  Develop your quilt design.  This should include a scale drawing of your square, actual size patterns for the various pieces to be used (be sure to include seam allowances, if needed), a list of needed fabrics (with the dimensions of rectangular pieces for each), and a cutting layout (clearly showing how each rectangular piece of fabric will be used).   
Step 2.  Folks at Rowan will provide you with your fabrics at the summer institute and will assist you in completing your square.  Sewing machines, irons, fusible fabric, needles, and other supplies will be provided for you.  Time will be set aside for each of the first three days of the institute for you to work, and you may stay later if you need additional time.
Step 3.  Complete your square, get your picture taken for the accompanying booklet, and send Marybeth Hegel (hegel@rowan.edu) a brief paragraph describing your square, how it relates to math, and why you chose the design.   
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
