
Multicultural/Global Studies Courses
An objective of these courses will be to develop students’ knowledge of the multifaceted culture in which we live, the contemporary social and cultural milieu, and the global implications of an increasingly interdependent world.
1. Such courses will examine the historical perspectives and interaction of the selected culture(s) or cultural phenomenon with the dominant culture, incorporating both descriptive and critical modes of inquiry;
2. Such courses should include issues of gender, race, and class as integral components of the learning experience;
3. Such courses will be structured (in terms of both content and pedagogy) in such a way as to enable students to develop attitudes of critical awareness, cultural appreciation, and global consciousness;
4. Such courses may be either major or general education courses.
The University Curriculum Committee recommends that sponsors include the above definitions in their course proposals for the Multicultural/Global designation.
