AND

THE ETHNIC AND RACIAL DIVERSITY OF AMERICAN FAMILIES
This course utilizes an interdisciplinary perspective grounded in sociology that focuses on issues of globalization and its impact on families both in the United States and world-wide. It will reflect on topical and current issues and social policy implications regarding family change. This course will emphasize the study of the family in global change throughout the world with particular focus and concern on the diversity of the American family. 

In this constantly changing world, the continued impact of worldwide revolutionary events has had a dramatic effect on all our lives, heightening our desire to gain a better understanding of families in other cultures as well as the cultural and economic diversity of families in the United States. We will be looking at such issues as the changing nature of gender roles and the family, developing intimate relationships, dynamics of intimate relationships, parents and children, and family challenges including work and the family, separation and divorce, and the responses to family problems with a focus on family social policy. We will also be studying different ethnic and minority families in America covering their historical background, key cultural components, traditional and current family characteristics, and changes and adaptations in light of current patterns of social and cultural change.

Students will relate their own family background and academic interests to course themes.  Students will take an active role in developing an interdisciplinary orientation that will aid in their understanding of how people worldwide experience families and global change.
