SPRING 2012 HONORS RESEARCH/CREATIVE PROJECT ASSISTANTSHIP PROGRAM

The Thomas Bantivoglio Honors Concentration is pleased to announce a call for proposals for funded Research Assistantships for Spring 2012.

AWARDS

Four awards of $800 each will be made available for student research to be carried out during Spring 2012. The funds will be disbursed at the end of Spring 2012 semester. 

Each award will be split in two parts:

1) $400 will be available for expenses related to carrying out the project. These expenses will have to be approved by the supervising faculty member. The expenses can involve, but are not limited to, research travel, purchase of books or equipment, copying etc. For this part of the award, students are asked to collect receipts, travel itineraries or other documentation about their expenses while performing research and submit them to Honors office at the end of Spring 2012 semester.

2) $400 will be a check award that students can use as a reimbursement for the tuition of the 3-credit Independent Study that they are required to enroll in. The check will be issued at the end of the Spring 2012 semester.

Funded students will register for Honors Independent Study, which will count as one of the eight required Honors courses. (Supervising faculty are paid $650 per student.) 

ELIGIBILITY: STUDENTS MUST HAVE
1) completed at least 4 Honors courses;

2) found a faculty supervisor interested in teaching Honors Independent Study;

3) completed and submitted an application and recommendation letter.

UPON THE COMPLETION OF RESEARCH/CREATIVE WORK ASSISTANTSHIP

After the students have completed their Assistantships, they will be required to submit a report or other finished product and present at one of the main events of the Honors Concentration. 

WHAT PROJECTS CAN BE FUNDED 

Proposals for funding can include either:

1) original creative/performance projects or research projects supervised by a faculty member;

2) substantial student participation in a research/creative project of a faculty member.

GOALS

1) to help students develop mentor-mentee relationship with a faculty member;

2) to familiarize students with research/performance processes and prepare them for possible graduate school work;

3) to encourage students to produce a finished piece of writing, performance, or other creative work that could be presented at a professional meeting/conference or published in a student or professional publication or in an exhibition;

4) help students meet Honors requirements through independent research/creative work.

DEADLINES

Applications are due on November 11. The winners will be announced by December 5, 2011.
