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HONORS NATURAL SCIENCE: EXPLORATIONS IN PROGRAMMING AND ROBOTICS

In this 4 s.h. lab course, you will learn about computer programming and robots. You will use the "scientific method" to explore concepts in computer science and robotics. We will be learning the Python language which is used by programmers worldwide, and at companies like Google, Industrial Light & Magic, Pixar, and Nextel. Each student will get to borrow a robot for the semester - we will use scribbler robots with the IPRE fluke board (see: http://calicoproject.org/Myro_Hardware). No prior programming experience required or expected - the only prerequisite is that you have some basic math skills - students are expected to have completed the equivalent of Basic Algebra II.
