Course Overview:

This honors section of the History of American Education, a general education course will cover the general themes as routinely taught: early American education, common schools, and the great expansion of secondary and higher education during the twentieth century.  However, the special focus of this course will be on the history of people of color in American education.  In particular, the course will enable students to study Native Americans, African Americans, Mexican Americans, Puerto Ricans, and Asian Americans as they were educated in America.
