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From Ovid’s Art of Love to Bridget Jones’s Diary, study the origins of our varied and often contradictory notions of love.    (By love, of course, I refer to romantic love – the love between man and woman, rather than between mother and child, or a boy and his dog, or two headwaiters. 1   )  You will read a wide variety of original texts, in English or English translation, that have defined western ideals of romantic love.  Periods covered are the ancient and classical world, Middle Ages, Renaissance and Modern age, right up to and including 21st Century dating novels.
