
Matriculated/Non-Matriculated Status 

 

Matriculated students are those who have formally been admitted to the University through the 
Admissions Office, have confirmed their intention to enroll in either a certificate granting 
program or a degree program, and who subsequently register and attend classes. Matriculated 
students regularly enroll in classes on either a full-time or part-time basis. 

Non-matriculated students are those who have not been formally admitted to the University 
through the Admissions Office. Non-matriculated students may enroll in courses until they have 
attempted a total of 24 credits. After attempting 24 s.h., students may not enroll for additional 
credits without fully matriculating or receiving permission of the academic dean. Furthermore, 
non-matriculated students may enroll in classes only on a part-time basis (not more than 11.5 
credits per semester).
