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Rowan Experience Requirements 
All students must take courses that define the unique aspects of a Rowan University degree and are described as 

the Rowan Experience. The Rowan Experience consists of courses that require a demonstration of specific skills or 
provide specific kinds of experiences that the university deems significant for all graduates. All students must 
complete a course or series of courses with the following six Rowan Experience designations during their four year 
education: 

1. Artistic and Creative Experience (ACE). 
2. Literature (LIT) 
3. Multicultural/Global (M/G) 
4. Public Speaking (PS) 
5. Rowan Seminar (RS). Rowan Seminars are to be taken by all FRESHMEN. 

(This requirement is waived for transfer students entering with 
sophomore, junior or senior standing.) 

6. Writing Intensive (WI). Writing Intensive courses MUST be taken at Rowan, and College 
Composition II or its equivalent must be completed prior enrolling in a (WI) course. Many courses are designated 

as ACE, LIT, M/G, PS, WI, and RS, including many General Education courses and many courses taken only by 
students within their designated major. Courses may also carry more than one designation so that one course may 
meet two or more Rowan Experience requirements as well as General Education or major requirements. 

As noted in the previous section, all students must take a minimum of 42 credits of General Education and 
Rowan Experience courses. The purpose of this requirement is to ensure a broad-based education. Consequently, 
M/G, LIT, ACE, PS, WI and RS courses that are taken within the major program of study DO NOT COUNT towards 
this minimum total of 42 credits. Note, too, that General Education and Rowan Experience course requirements 
vary depending on the specific degree program, so students should plan their program of study in consultation 
with their academic advisors. 

The specific goals of the Rowan Experience Requirements are: 
1. Help first year students make a smooth academic transition to the university 

community, serious scholarship and the life of the mid (RS). 
2. Develop the ability to give oral presentations on a variety of subjects that are well 

reasoned, ordered, correct, and appropriate for the intended audience (PS). 
3. Have students explore the diverse ways in which human beings have confronted the 

perennial questions of human existence through various imaginative and discursive 
literary works (LIT). 

4. Develop students' knowledge of the multi-faceted culture in which we live, 
contemporary social and cultural milieu, and the global implications of an increasingly 
interdependent and multicultural world (MG). 

5. Develop the ability to create and/or critically evaluate works of art through 
experiential courses designed to expose students to the plastic and performing arts 
(ACE). 
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If you think you may be eligible for degree conferral Spring 2009, you must file an Application For 
Graduation between October 16, 2008 – February 2, 2009.  Forms are available in the Office of the 
Registrar, Savitz Hall.

If you are eligible to graduate in the year 2009, you need to attend to the following: 
All students completing degree requirements in the 2009 academic year, and expecting to receive 
a diploma, must file an application to graduate using the Application For Graduation form 
available in the Office of the Registrar, Savitz Hall.   
 

*To participate in the May 2009 ceremony if you are not receiving a May 2009 degree:  You must 
file an Application to Walk, available in the Office of the Registrar, Savitz Hall. 
 
It is recommended you meet with your academic advisor or program coordinator to confirm your 
eligibility for graduation. 
 

If you will complete a certification program by May 2009, you need to attend to the 

following: 
All students completing a Rowan University approved certification program in the 2008-2009 
academic year must file the New Jersey Application For Certification.  Forms are available in the 
Dean’s Office, College of Education, Robinson Hall.  The certification fee is required upon 
submission of the NJ Application For Certification form.  Directions attached to the Application For 
Certification list all certificates and their fees. 
 
It is recommended you meet with your academic advisor or program coordinator to confirm 
your eligibility for certification. 
 

If you will complete a graduate level certificate program (COGS or CAGS) by May 2009, you 
need to attend to the following: 
All students completing a Rowan University approved certificate program (COGS or CAGS) must 
file an application for completion with The Graduate School.  Forms are available in The Graduate 
School office in Memorial Hall and the The Graduate School website at 
www.rowan.edu/graduateschool/current_students.  Deadlines for submission are listed on the 
form.  There is no fee to apply for this certificate. 
 
It is recommended that you meet with your academic advisor or program coordinator to confirm 
your eligibility for the certificate.

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Graduate Student Registration Information 
 

Who Can Register 

Any student who has received an undergraduate degree and wishes to take a graduate level course is considered a 

graduate student and should read this section. Students who have been accepted into a Rowan University graduate 

program, either at the master’s degree, graduate certification program, or doctoral degree level, are considered matriculated 

and may register during the entire registration period when on-line registration is offered. Students who have not been 

accepted into a graduate program, are considered non-matriculated and are permitted to accumulate no more than 9 

credits of graduate coursework until accepted (matriculated) into a graduate program. Students who present evidence 

of a master’s degree (see form below) are not restricted to the 9 credit limit, but must register as a non-matriculated student. 

Non- matriculated students may register via on-line registration at the end of the times permitted to matriculated students 

only, as described in the beginning of this Schedule of Classes.  

Registering for the First Time 

1. In order to register for courses, you must be included in the data banks of our computerized student information 

system (Banner). If you have previously attended Rowan (or have applied to Rowan recently), it is likely that you are 

already included in the Banner data banks, which allows you to register without completing the form (below). 

2. Students who have submitted a graduate application to the Graduate School, will be automatically entered into Banner 

data banks at the time they submit the application, but will still be limited to taking no more than nine credits until 

accepted into a program. Students who have applied to Rowan University are considered non-matriculated until 

accepted into a program and may register for courses only during the designated registration times for non-

matriculated students. 

3. Students who have neither submitted an application nor attended Rowan in prior years, must request to register 

for the first time as a non-matriculated graduate student by completing the form on the bottom of this page.  

Any student, matriculated or non-matriculated, who has submitted an application or the attached form, and still     

cannot access the registration system, may call the Graduate School for registration help at 856 256-4050. 

Selecting Courses 
Graduate courses can be found on the last pages of the Schedule. Please be aware that some courses may not be listed in 

the section that has the name of the course or program in its title. Example:  Many (but not all) courses in the Counseling in 

Edu. Settings and School Psychology programs are listed in the schedule under the heading, Special Education. If you know 

which program or course you are interested in, simply consult the Graduate Catalog at www.rowan.edu/catalogs which 

provides a detailed description of courses, course numbers, course prerequisites (if any), and program requirements.
