


Step 3
Plug the VGA end of the adapter to the VGA port 

(see #3 in the top figure on the previous page) on the 

laptop plate on top of the desk.

Step 4
For network access, plug network cable into laptop. Plug opposite end 

to the network connection (see #2 in the top figure on the previous 

page) on the laptop plate on top of the desk.

Step 5
Turn on your Laptop.

To have it mirror display (show on laptop and projector screen): Press F7 on your keyboard.

Be sure to see how to Project Laptop.

Please Note:
For audio, connect audio cable to the 

Speaker or Headphone jack on your laptop 

to the audio jack (see #4 in the top figure 

on the previous page) on the laptop plate on 

top of the desk.

Laptop connection cables (VGA, Audio, 

Network, “S-Video”) can be found in the 

rack drawer. If any or all are missing,

Network Cable
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Project Laptop

Step 1
To project your laptop, the HP computer located at the bottom of the lecturn and your laptop 

must both be powered on. The software to project your laptop is located on the HP computer. 

Turn on the HP computer by pushing the power button on the front of the computer (see Get-

ting Started for more in-depth directions on how to turn on the HP computer). 

Step 2
A Windows Login will appear when the computer has finished starting up. Login using your Row-

an username and password (see Login To PC for more in-depth directions on how to login to 

the computer).

Step 3
The Projector Controls panel will appear on the desktop of the HP computer automatically. Click 

on the Click to turn projector ON button in the control panel. Allows 30 seconds for the pro-

jector to warm up. 

The Projector Status  will now read Power: ON; Now Showing: Desktop. The projector is 

mirror displaying the desktop (projecting the desktop onto the projector screen).

Step 4
To have your laptop screen projected onto the projector screen, click on the Laptop/DocCam 

button in the Projector Controls. 

The Projector Status will now read Power: ON; Now Showing: Laptop. The projector is mirror 

displaying your laptop (projecting your laptop screen onto the projector screen).
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
