Entrance Requirements
e Students must have a 3.3 GPA on a 4.0 scale to enter the Combined Advanced Degree Program (CADP).!

e Only grades of “D-" or above may apply to graduation requirements (some programs may set higher minimums)

e Students must apply for graduation and should do so for the term in which they will complete all program requirements.

e Earn an official cumulative GPA (according to matriculation level) of at least 3.000 on Rowan’s 4.000 scale
e  Students must apply for graduation and should do so for the term in which they will complete all program requirements.
