Specifically, graduates of Africana Studies have the ability to 
function in and adapt to stressful and unfamiliar environments 
or situations, understand and evaluate people from diverse 
backgrounds, handle complex tasks, show initiative and 
creativity, and write, communicate, and analyze the written word 
effectively.
